Mayor John Koniar called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m. Those in attendance were
Council Members Ralph Hellmich, Vera Quaites, Rick Blackwell and Wayne Trawick.
Council Member(s) absent: Charlie Ebert. Also attending were Perry Wilbourne, Sandra
Pate, Vickey Southern, Meg Hellmich, Joey Darby, David Wilson, Randy Bishop, Butch
Stokes, Leslie Lassitter, Miriam Boutwell, Sue Steigerwald, Dennis Dismuke, Dave
Rauch, Steve Horn, Donna Watts, John Foley, and Guy Busby.

ACTION ITEMS:

1.

Approve Work Session Minutes of April 20, 2009.

Councilmember Hellmich made a motion to approve. Councilmember Blackwell
seconded the motion. The vote to approve was unanimous.

Consider Consent Agenda of May 12, 2009.

Resolution moved to Council Agenda to approve one (1) item on the Consent
Agenda. Councilmember Trawick noted that he wanted to talk with the Mayor and
David Thompson on this item following the meeting.

Consider reappointments to the Library Board as follows: Francis Lager’s term
expires 6-17-09 and Kathleen Parker’s term expires 6-18-09.

Item was moved to Council Agenda under New Business for voice vote.

Consider Abiding Love Fellowship’s request to use Foley Kid’s Park Monday,
July 6" through Wednesday, July 8" from 9:00 a.m. until Noon for Vacation
Bible School ages 3-12. This would be for the children of their Church and open
to the community.

Councilmember Trawick voiced some concerns about tying up the park for two
days straight. After some discussion, it was decided to carry this item over to
allow time for the Parks Department and the Recreation Department to give their
input on the request. Carried over.

Consider resolution memorializing an extension of a one-year lease agreement
between the Wallace Living Trust and the City of Foley. This property is located
adjacent to Heritage Park and is used for overflow parking.

Resolution moved to Council Agenda.

DISCUSSION ITEMS:

Butch Stokes: A) Consider resolution approving ALDOT’s Supplemental
Agreement No. 1 for Widening, Resurfacing and extending Airport Road. B)
Recommend installation of street light on existing pole located on the north side
of West Magnolia Avenue.

Meg Hellmich: A) Consider resolution approving the City’s participation in the
2009 Sales Tax Holiday. B) Recommendations from HMR regarding bid results
for: 1) Wetlands Treatment and Reuse Water Pilot Study and 2) Barin Field
Stormwater Recharge for EPA Grant No. XP-97486704.

A) Meg Hellmich reviewed with Council the benefits of the Sales Tax Holiday.
Resolution was moved to Council Agenda. B) 1) Councilmember Hellmich asked
if HMR was concerned about the wide range of figures received on the bids. HMR
commented that they were not since they believe many of the bidders did not know
how to handle the wetlands part of the work. After brief discussion, resolution
was moved to Council Agenda. 2) Resolution moved to Council Agenda.

Joey Darby: A) Request to make two Temporary Lieutenant (Shift Leader)
positions permanent Lieutenant positions within the City’s Pay Classification
Plan. This is a budgeted item. B) Consider resolution accepting low bid for two
trucks for the Foley Fire Department. This is a budgeted expenditure up to
$50,000 in the Ad Valorem Fund Account 02-600-7010.

A) Chief Darby noted that this change would require not budget adjustment since
the pay for the lieutenants is already budgeted in this fiscal year. The positions
will be competitively advertised internally. Resolution moved to Council Agenda.
B) Resolution moved to Council Agenda.

David Wilson: A) Consider resolution accepting sole bid submitted by Mobile
Fixture in the amount of $211,112 for kitchen fixtures and equipment for the City
Jail. This is not a budgeted item but funds are available from the Corrections

Fund Account 15-600-7010. B) Request permission to apply for Target Grant
under their Law Enforcement Grant Program in the amount of $1,200. If
approved move resolution to Council Agenda.

A) Resolution moved to Council Agenda. B) Resolution moved to Council Agenda.

Sue Steigerwald: Request Mayor be authorized to execute document for a $2
million draw on RBC Bank line of credit authorized by Ord. 1077-08 and approve
opening an investment checking account with RBC Bank to receive the transfers
of funds and serve as a holding account until such time as needed to fund weekly
operating expenditures.

Resolution moved to Council Agenda.

Leslie Lassitter: A) Discuss a partnership with Riviera Utilities to start a Grease
Recycling Program for the City. Riviera would purchase supplies and City would
collect and transport used cooking oil to Orange Beach Ultilities. Riviera is
proposing to place containers at Winn Dixie, Wal-Mart, Cain’s and Riviera

Utilities. B) Discuss corrective action, as required by ADEM, for former Foley
Police Department site. (Sampling wells must be replaced with deeper wells as
well as specific plan for clean-up of the UST release incident. Thompson
Engineering is developing a plan, and the submittal to ADEM is due by May 27,
2009.)

A) Leslie reported to the Council that she had met with Riviera and visited the
Orange Beach Bio-Diesel plant. Orange Beach is using the bio-diesel in their
heavy equipment and mowers. The technology is not yet to the point that the fuel
can be used in standard vehicles. Leslie proposed a program where the City
would partner with Riviera to recycle grease for the City. If the Council approves,
the City would place containers at Winn Dixie, Wal-Mart, Cains and Riviera
Utilities. Foley can collect the cooking grease and the grease can then be
transported to Orange Beach’s facility. The main purpose would be to keep the
grease out of the drainage system and eventually, when Foley has enough
participation, the City might want to consider purchasing our own equipment to
do the recycling process ourselves. Leslie noted it takes approximately .80 cents
to make one gallon of fuel. Councilmember Trawick noted it would be a good idea
to do a study and determine what kind of volume it would take to make it practical
for investment into the equipment. It would be important to get the restaurants on
board in the process. Leslie also noted that they were currently searching grant
opportunities for this as well. After brief discussion, there was consensus of the



Council to approve proceeding with the Grease Recycling Program for the City.
B) Leslie explained that the wells went dry when the drought hit. It was noted that
this is a good price, actually less then it cost for the well at the park. After minor
discussion, resolution was moved to Council Agenda.

Wayne Trawick/Josh Thornton: Consider resolution approving Foreign Trade
Zone application.

Councilmember Trawick reported that designating this area as a trade zone
would allow it to be listed on the states registry for available property. He noted
there is no obligation until someone comes in and actually wants to use it. After
brief discussion, Mayor Koniar requested a resolution be done and the action
memorialized at the May 26™ meeting. Carried over.

Perry Wilbourne: Discuss creating the City of Foley Public Facilities Cooperative
District. If in agreement place on Council Meeting agenda under New Business to
set a public hearing.

Perry explained that prior to Sunday, the City’s legal representative Heyward
Hosch, had thought the vehicle to do the bond issue and the Tanger sales tax
would require two separate cooperative districts. Since then, things have changed
and it will require only one cooperative district which will handle both issues.
This will also save the City money by using one cooperative district. Perry then
requested Council to set the public hearing in order to proceed with forming the
Public Facilities Cooperative District. Item was moved to Council Agenda under
New Business for voice vote to set the public hearing.

Perry Wilbourne: A) Discuss setting a public hearing for the new draft of the
Electronic Sign Ordinance.

Perry referred the item to Miriam Boutwell who reported that the City’s legal
representative, Casey Pipes, had re-written the ordinance to clean up some of the
legal parts, but that no substantial change had been made to the document.
Councilmember Hellmich confirmed this and said therefore, there is no need for
the document to go back to the Planning Commission. . ltem was moved to
Council Agenda under New Business for voice vote to set the public hearing.

Dennis Dismuke, Honeywell Regional Manager: Discuss authorizing Honeywell
to perform a preliminary investigation to assess the feasibility of a performance
contract for an energy performance contract through possible stimulus grant
money for funding of the program. Honeywell is working toward a city/county
initiative to supply a county-wide wireless broadband network. The Letter of
Authorization has no cost or obligation associated with it and only authorizes
investigation into the feasibility of the project.

Mr. Dismuke disclosed that he is a current council member for the City of Spanish
Fort, but that he is also a Honeywell representative and he was pleased to come
and answer any questions that he could regarding the proposal. He explained the
concept of the County-wide Wi-Fi broadband initiative where Honeywell is
working with Baldwin County and the cities to try to take advantage of stimulus
grant money for building a county wide wireless network. He explained that the
letter of authorization gives Honeywell the authority to start the study to
determine the feasibility of the grant application and that there was no cost or
obligation to the City. There was consensus to move the item to the Council
Agenda for voice vote to approve Honeywell’s Letter of Authorization.
Councilmember Trawick did not that the City needed to look very closely at the
grant details prior to making a final decision regarding formal application for the
grant.
